The Women’s Movement: Lasting Impact? 

During this unit, we have discovered many ways that the media influenced gender roles and expectations in the 19th century. For this project, you will investigate what messages the media sends today.  This project will have two elements- a collage and an essay. Follow the guidelines below for both. 

For the collage: 

· Find 5+ images/slogans or other types of media that you feel represent negative gender stereotypes or roles.

· Find 5+ images/slogans or other types of media that you feel represent positive gender stereotypes or roles..

· Organize these images creatively; either thematically, point-counterpoint, by color or density, etc. 

· Paste these images into a collage that is 8.5 x 11 or larger. 

For the essay:

· Construct a 5 paragraph essay that contains the following elements:

· An introductory paragraph that explains: what media is, the role of media in the 19th century and today, your thesis that overviews what has changed, what still needs to change about the media and gender roles and stereotypes. 

· A paragraph explaining the media portrayal of women in the 19th century (using 2-3 primary sources as evidence)

· A paragraph explaining how these images contradicted the reality of women’s lives at the time and how women protested against these stereotypes (using 2-3 primary sources as evidence)

· A paragraph explaining the media portrayal of gender stereotypes or roles today (using 2-3 primary sources as evidence- the primary sources should come from your collage).  Think about these stereotypes/roles as larger pictures or themes, for example, sports, home life, education, etc. Be sure to explain both positive and negative media portrayals. 

· A conclusion paragraph that compares the media of the 19th century with that of today. What has changed? What has not? Why? Is there still a need to protest? Why or why not?

	The essay is free from grammatical and punctuation errors. Transitions between paragraphs are present and the essay flows.
